Do You Realise? 
Did you know that: 
• Our school leaders are on yard duty every day, 

before and after school, as well as at every recess 
and lunchtime. 

• Staff on duty wear bright high vis vests so students 
can easily spot them if they need help. 

• There are at least four teachers on duty during 
recess and lunch, with another two staff members 
leading organised play activities. 

• Every duty teacher, first aider and front office staff 
member carries a two-way radio so we can 
communicate quickly and clearly. 

• We operate a full time first aid room. 
• At least four teachers are on duty after school, 

stationed at different exits to make sure everyone 
leaves safely. 

All of these measures are in place to make sure our 
students have a safe and secure environment to learn, play 
and connect each day. So, if your child ever says they 
could not find a teacher, chances are they weren’t really 
looking for one.  

Wellbeing Support 
As we head toward the end of the school year, we know 
that the Christmas period can bring extra financial pressure 
for some families. If a box of basic food items would help 
ease that load, please let our office staff know by Monday 
1 December.
